Our Chair

The refined silhouette of this clean contemporary chair will
blend well into the aesthetics of the Labyrinth Room. Easy
to move, stack and reconfigure, this lightweight chair
enhances comfort with a slight “give” to the back and
breathable mesh which provides continuous ventilation. It also
has been recognized for its earth-friendly use of recycled materials and
the recyclability of its parts.

Q: Is $250 the actual cost of the chairs? Can we get them at lower cost?
The chairs were significantly discounted and were chosen for quality, durability
and harmony with the beauty of the labyrinth. The cost of dollies,
maintenance, storage, etc. also requires revenue.

Q: Why do we need new chairs? Why can’t we use the old chairs?
The current chairs are over a decade old, in disrepair and uncomfortable
(congregants often feel as if they are sliding off them).

Q: When will the space be available?

We are currently on track for an early April completion date,
and anticipate first using the space during Holy Week. The
space will be dedicated after Easter on April 29.

Q: When will the chairs be available?

As new chairs are funded, they will quickly replace old
ones. Depending on funding, they may all be in the space
as soon as it is finished. If not by then, the hope is that they
will be fully funded by the dedication on April 29.
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
